There’s an elegiac tone to Californian drummer Cline’s new album, with pieces dedicated to the memory of trumpeter Don Cherry, clarinetist John Carter, composer Toru Takemitsu, film director Krzysztof Kieslowski and Japan’s ‘poetess of passion’ Akiko Yosano. There’s also a piece for David Sylvian, whose music inhabits an adjacent plot. Cline has an aptitude for conceiving beauty, and his ensemble succeeds in putting delicate flesh on his conceptions. Jeff Gauthier’s violin playing and Aina Kemanis’s lovely voice are especially valuable. Start from The Golden Palominos at their most tender and steer into more tranquil waters. There you’ll find Cline remembering what has moved him.
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
