Comprising twelve tricksy (sic), richly varied pieces ranging from stately themes carefully explored, through slow-building brooders to pleasingly complex scurries, Quake features cellist Erik Friedlander impeccably supported by alto player Andy Laster and two Takeishis, bassist Stomu and drummer Satoshi, the latter totally unfazed by the most complex rhythms and capable of propelling the band through everything from the fleetest passages to free interludes. Music such as this, which does not immediately grab, but reveals its treasures slowly and in direct proportion to listeners’ effort, can all too easily get neglected; this album should (but probably won’t) be widely heard.
