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Pianist Alan Pasqua has had a long celebrated career, mostly outside jazz as an LA studio gun for folks like Bob Dylan and Carlos Santana, but his jazz chops have been used by Tony Williams, Les McCann and others. Here with bassist Darek Oles and drummer Peter Erskine, Pasqua mixes a selection of originals and a few covers, including “Wichita Lineman,” “Body and Soul” and “All The Things You Are.” Fans of Brad Mehldau should dig this—Pasqua has an easy virtuosity about him and he tends to use melancholy and melody for motivation when he solos. Highlights include the gently swinging title cut and “Barcelona,” where Pasqua’s piano seems to tell the whole story over the course of a relatively short four and a half minutes.
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
