Pardon the cliché, but Jenny Scheinman’s eccentric compositions really do transport you to another world.  The violinist has made her name playing with jazz artists like Bill Frisell, but this ensemble-including trumpet, clarinet, accordion, guitar, and drums-has an almost classical sound.  This is definitely not “serious” music, though-one antlike march, for instance, recalls the cartoonish lunacy of composer Raymond Scott. Other pieces, by contrast, offer gorgeously arced melodies that are as tantalizing as a wisp of memory.
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
