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She has quickly established herself as a versatile violinist working everywhere from ROVA to the Hot Club of San Francisco, but she flashes little virtuosity here. Instead she makes her mark elaborating folk tunes into luminous harmonic textures, shaping the melodies with her violin but leaving it to others to buff up the highlights-Ron Miles's cornet, Doug Wieselman's clarinets, Rachelle Garniez's accordion and piano, and most of all Bill Frisell's never more shimmering guitar.
